Our Weipa consultation was held in two parts, firstly with an evening roundtable and the next day with a visit to the Napranum Health Clinic to talk to health care workers about their views on human rights.

During both discussions, a number of key issues were raised relating to access to health care, racial discrimination and the Northern Territory Emergency Response, housing availability and a lack of equality in housing standards, transport, and access to help from community police.

Some participants were in favour of a charter of rights, with one woman saying there was no reason why this country can’t lead the way on human rights.
